PLEASE NOTE IT IS IMPORTANT THAT BABY’S 1st IMMUNISATION IS NOT DELAYED.  IT SHOULD BE GIVEN AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER THEY ARE 8 WEEKS OF AGE. IT CANNOT BE GIVEN IF THE BABY HAS NOT HAD ITS FIRST DEVELOPMENT CHECK

SCHOOL LEAVERS BOOSTERS PATIENTS AGED 14 -15 WILL REQUIRE AN APPOINTMENT WITH THE PRACTICE NURSE TO HAVE TETANUS, DIPTHERIA AND POLIO (1 INJECTION).  THEY WILL ALSO BE ABLE TO DISCUSS THEIR FUTURE IMMUNISATION PROGRAMME.

CHILDHOOD IMMS SHOULD BE BOOKED INTO A THURSDAY MORNING BABY CLINIC WHERE POSSIBLE.  HOWEVER, WHERE THIS PROVES DIFFICULT FOR THE PATIENT TO ATTEND THEN ANY SUITABLE APPOINTMENT TIME WITH A PRACTICE NURSE WILL SUFFICE
PLEASE ENSURE WHEN BOOKING APPOINTMENTS FOR IMMUNISATIONS THAT THERE WILL BE A DOCTOR ON THE PREMISES
